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There is no doubt that the world has faced tremendous challenges since the last two years 

with the Covid-19 pandemic. The church was not spared these challenges. As the bible tells 

us, Christians are still part of the physical world and many of the things that happen in the 

world affect them too. The faith of many was shaken especially with the lockdowns that 

limited the number of people allowed to gather in closed places. Everyone was tested in 

different ways. The teens faced many challenges especially as schools, sports centres, 

entertainment centres and other activities centres were partially or completely closed at some 

points. With all these places and the church closed at some points, we began to think of a 

way to reach the teens in order to provide the care, comfort and guidance from the church 

family and through the word of God, the bible.  

There were many changes to the way things were done and the Teen Sunday school 

leadership tapped into the changes. We started regular bible study via zoom and Google 

meet. It was a good innovation as more teens joined from different parts of the Stockholm 

and even from the UK. The meetings started at the scheduled times because the teens didn’t 

have to travel to the church and they didn’t have to wait for parents to bring them to 

church. They took responsibility for attending. Beyond the discussions on bible verses, there 

were discussions about the challenges of social media at a time when many activities were 

online and not in physical meeting places. 

When the lock-down was lifted in Sweden, the Teen Sunday school returned to physical 

meetings. But that came with its challenges too. Many people haven’t yet adjusted to in-

person activities and the teens too are faced with this particular challenge. As a result we 

have been experiencing less attendance and a general lack of enthusiasm. We talk to the 

teens regularly and pray with them on the need to be more committed and engaged in 

church. For example, we invited the ‘ACTS Chapter 29’ youth group to minister to the 

youths and teens. Their ministry was well received and we intend to arrange a camp 

meeting activity for the teens with the group sometime in the future. We expect parents to 

encourage their teens to attend bible study regularly and to reinforce what they learn at 

church by engaging with them at home. 

 

We appreciate the input of all the Teen Sunday school teachers who rise up to the occasion 

when they are called upon to lead the study. We look forward to welcoming younger adults 

into the ministry group to lead the teens in some outside church activities and to serve as 

role models to them.  
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As a believer we know that all things are 

good and under the divine plan of our 

Lord Jesus Christ. Even devil thinks that 

he is doing the things according to his 

plans and wishes but in the end, he will 

come to know he was accomplishing the 

Lord’s will. It is very difficult for us to 

understand the ways, how God moves and works but one thing we can 

do is TRUST HIM. Because He is in a full control around us.  

Trusting God is our strength and power to go forward in life and 

situations even we are unable to understand. Christian knows that we 

are travelling towards the end timings and Jesus is at door. Everything 

pointing this way. Prophecies of the Bible is being fulfilled and 

continue in every year. Corona Virus is one of the signs too. So, we 

need to be got ready to join the party. We cannot miss when the time 

arrived to be with our Lord.  

They are looking towards us to 

be their hope and we can help the world only through the Holy Spirit 

by sharing the good news. 

Let’s celebrate Christmas but don’t forget the reason of the season 

which is Jesus Christ.
